A Lone Log 
Ignites

Trains and certifies qualified teachers to lead study groups and 
workshops, equipping facilitators with proven methods and 
pedagogical confidence.

SAGESSE DIVINE PROGRESSIVE

French-language program offering formation courses tailored to 
Francophone communities worldwide, nurturing local leadership and 
cultural integration.

The Five 
Essential Pillars















The Five Essential Pillars of the Urantia Revelation Mission 
 
1. Dissemination The revelation must reach seekers before anything else can happen. 
This first pillar encompasses everything that plants a seed of curiosity in someone who 
has not yet encountered the Urantia Book, from printed materials and digital presence to 
outreach programs, social media, and word of mouth. Dissemination is the open door. 
Without it, the movement turns inward and slowly contracts, no matter how vibrant its 
inner life may be. 
 
2. Study and Personal Growth Once a seeker finds the book, the real journey begins. This 
pillar recognizes that the individual encounter with the text is sacred and irreplaceable. 
Whether through personal reading, meditation on the teachings, or participation in a 
study group, this is where revelation stops being information and becomes lived 
experience. It is the heart of the mission, the place where a human life is quietly, 
profoundly transformed. 
 
3. Education and Leadership Development A movement can only grow as fast as it can 
form those who will guide others. This pillar ensures that facilitators, teachers, and 
leaders are well-rooted, well-trained, and well-supported. Through schools such as UBIS, 
UUI, TEP, SDP and others, the movement cultivates individuals capable of creating 
nurturing environments for spiritual growth. Without this pillar, expansion becomes 
fragile and unsustainable. 
 
4. Community and Fellowship Humans are relational beings, and the Urantia Book itself 
affirms that spiritual growth flourishes in community. This pillar is the fire analogy made 
real, study groups, conferences, associations, and the simple friendships forged around 
the teachings all create the soil in which revelation takes lasting root. No one grows alone. 
Together, members sustain one another, challenge one another, and keep the flame alive 
through every season. 
 
5. Service to the World The teachings were never meant to remain inside study group 
walls. This final pillar connects the movement to humanity at large, recognizing that 
every reader who brings compassion, wisdom, and love into their family, profession, and 
community is an ambassador of the revelation, whether they speak of Urantia or not. The 
Supreme Being grows through the service acts of his creature children, and service is 
ultimately what transforms a spiritual movement into a force for planetary change. 

 
These five pillars form a natural progression — Dissemination, Study, Education, Community, 
Service — where each feeds the next, and the last circles back to the first. A reader transformed by 
service becomes the most authentic disseminator of all.
